Assessment throughout this course is essentially formative, therefore company members can re-visit or elect criteria as stated within this brief and from past and future briefs to arrive at their final assessment grades.

1st Year National Award in Acting

The Brief

As an actor, you will explore many different types of theatre as part of your profession. One particular form of community-based theatre is T.I.E. (Theatre In Education). With this in mind, we will be forming a T.I.E. company and work collaboratively in devising a piece.

Actors should take an interest in current affairs, not only to politicise themselves, but also to look for stories, images and characters that may be of use to them.  We (the directors) have decided that the piece will be centred on Bertholt Brechts “The Resistable Rise of Arturo Ui” using politics and social norms, historical and modern, as a perspective, and it will be suitable for schools and adult audiences alike.  It should be an educational piece and thoroughly researched, drawing on diverse themes including the rise of Hitler, 30’s gangster culture, capitalism, democracy, international politics and financial recession and the effect all of these have on people.  Please note that as well as extensive research into the subject matter and Brecht, it is imperative that you look at the following practitioners in relation to the work:  Meyerholdt,  Meisner, Antonin Artaud, Peter Brook and Augusto Boal.  When researching the work of these practitioners, bear in mind that they have all influenced and inspired each other in some way, which, in turn, should inspire you in relation to the piece and your craft.

Individual contribution to the rehearsal and devising process is essential, but we must also work together and establish a solid Theatre Company. Bear in mind that close collaboration with the musicians and the technical team is essential to the final ensemble. A detailed personal Log book as well as a comprehensive contribution to the on line blog site is essential in order to map and record your progress and your development as a company member and as a performer.

The process will initially be staged and assessed as a 1st draft (see dates on cover sheet), and restaged and re-assessed in October (see dates for final draft on cover sheet).

Please refer to the attached sheets for information on the units you will be covering. All the criteria contained in these units join together to underpin your training and development as an actor. If there is any confusion over any of the aforementioned, please bring it up at the next company meeting.

Grading Criteria – Pass, Merit or Distinction are attainable.  See information on units for specific targets.
