Assignment
You will, in 10 small companies, devise and perform a piece of street theatre based on a popular children's fairy tale. 

The story must be told from the villain’s perspective and should in some way explain how they were wrongfully accused.

You will be responsible for finding/creating your own set, costumes and any props. 

You must script the piece before performance.

The directors will be available to give you guidance throughout but this is YOUR chance to show us, and the rest of your company, what you are capable of.

Your piece of street theatre will use live music and each company will include a number of actor/musicians and musicians.

You may use songs already in existence along with original material.

The piece will be performed outside .The piece must be highly physical, visual and should be FUNNY & ENTERTAINING! 

The whole company will contribute to the research, devising and writing of the piece.

IMPORTANT: Please remember that this is a piece of CHILDRENS theatre and therefore the language needs to be appropriate for a family audience.

The piece should be no longer than 8 minutes in length. The piece will be performed in-house on the 28th September

and will be toured and performed on Monday 1st Oct and Tuesday 2nd Oct to Local Primary Schools

Evidence of individual research must be present in your diary at the point of assessment. Research should include visuals and analysis.

Purpose: to entertain, inform, educate 
Suitability: determined by age group, timescale, centre or school needs, venue 
Selection of material: storylines, eg classics, myths, legends across cultures, 

fiction, non-fiction, adaptations of children’s stories, history, documentary 
Educational subject matter: real-life situations such as bullying; information and 

awareness, eg road safety, personal safety, related to the curriculum, history, 

regions, societies and cultures 

2 Know how to devise and shape material for children’s theatre 

Skills: adaptation and interpretation of script or source material through the use 

of techniques, eg improvisation, physical theatre, dance and movement, song, 

puppetry, masks 
Forms: eg storytelling, musical numbers, narration, dialogue, chorus, ensemble, 

forum theatre and audience participation 
Production features: legal requirements; Criminal Records Bureau (CRB); health 

and safety considerations; costume; lighting; sound; set design; props 
Age considerations: appropriateness; concentration span; comprehension level; 

language development; educational level; emotional level  
Evaluation: formal and informal feedback from children; teachers; parents; self 

and peer group; tutors; devising questionnaires; written feedback; follow-up
