The Brief

You will in companies with a director, produce a piece of theatre using film footage or a picture as a stimulus. The piece will be performed in the studio theatre, which uses recorded music to effect. The piece should be highly physical and visual. Words and mime are not appropriate. The whole company will contribute to the research and devising of the piece. 

The piece should be approximately 8-12 minutes in length and will be performed to the Miskin Theatre Company and the directors. You will be given details of technical rehearsals in due course.

Extensive individual and group rehearsal is vital. Evidence of individual research must be present in your diary at the point of assessment. Research should include visuals and analysis.

The participants will:-

· Be introduced to devising physical/visual theatre and made aware of theatre where the emphasis is on movement and visuals.

· Look at how images can convey both implicit and explicit meaning.

· Explore movement in terms off expression, non-verbal communication, interaction, variety and dynamics.

· Demonstrate in workshops and performance their physical abilities.

· Explore spatial dynamics, such as positioning, tableaux, sight lines, entrances and exits.

· Learn to select, define and refine material.

· Develop trust and be trusted by others in specific physical situations.

· Be introduced to theatrical terminology.

· Develop teamwork skills.

· Develop group trust, co-operation and communication.

· Develop individual discipline and responsibilities.


APPLYING PHYSICAL THEATRE

Know how to develop source material

Source material: stimuli, eg issues, themes, stories, image, textual extracts, poems, newspaper articles, magazines, novels, scripts, any play script suitable for interpretation through physical theatre skills

Be able to contribute to the rehearsal process

Process: experiment, test thematic ideas’, explore relevance of physical skills, rehearse

Rehearsal: rehearsal schedules, rehearsal discipline, focus, concentration, idea sharing, response to others, time management, personal organisation, group organisation, goal setting, physical preparation, mental preparation, technical rehearsals, dress rehearsals.

Creative: ideas, concepts, application of physical acting skills, spatial awareness, use of space, use of resources, eg props, lighting, sound, costume, effects

Perform: eg acting, movement, dance, acrobatics, use of body, use of voice, 

Communicate: with other performers, with audience, character, visual qualities, vocal qualities, content of piece, eg meaning, story, theme, ideas
