The Brief

[image: image3.jpg]You will, with the directors, form an ensemble company to produce and perform a Piece of theatre. Working closely as a company we will write/devise a production, with you the company. The first half of this process will be more “Skill Workshop” based. These “skill workshops” will help develop both your ability and understanding of the techniques involved and why they are important. The workshops will cover –

· Physical Theatre – Movement, Physical Awareness and Contact Improvisation.

· Acting - Script Work, Improvisation, Comedy, Mime. 

· VOICE – Warm ups, Projection, Diction, Singing.

The second half of the process will draw upon the above skills gained and use them in the devising, rehearsing and ultimately performance of “do geese see god”.

The Performance will run for 4 nights in the Studio Theatre with a Matinee on the Friday. The piece will rely heavily on you the cast continuously developing your Acting/physical theatre skills and Vocal technique throughout the whole process, whiles demonstrating the high level of professionalism and discipline required. 

You will also further develop your understanding of the various workings of a theatre outside of your specialist area. As actors in a theatre Company it is also essential you understand the financial side of producing a 4-night performance, and how a budget is chosen. 

To avoid performing to empty seats, it is advisable you begin to promote the production as early as possible. Do not rely on the Theatre Box Office to sell tickets for you.

Individual contribution to the rehearsal and devising process is essential, but we must also work together and establish a solid Theatre Company.

Please refer to the attached sheets for information on the units you will be covering. All the criteria contained in these units join together to underpin your training and development as an actor. If there is any confusion over any of the afore mentioned, please bring it up at the next company meeting.
